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Day 1 – Depart USA  
Overnight transatlantic flight to Berlin. 

 

Day 2 – Arrival in Berlin 
"Willkommen, Bienvenue, Welcome" in Berlin, pulsating World-Metropolis in the 20's, destroyed 
in the 40's, now reunited and again vibrant. Your sightseeing in Berlin includes numerous spots 
that will evoke the drama of this city's past and present: Unter den Linden - Avenue of the Kings 
of Prussia, the Reichstag, former Checkpoint Charlie, the Kurfuerstendamm, the Brandenburger 
Tor, the newly rebuilt Potsdamer Platz and the remains of the Berlin Wall – places of tragedy 
and triumph in the 20th Century and scenes of contemporary culture and renewal. 
Dinner and overnight in Berlin  

 

Day 3 – Excursion to Potsdam 
In the morning a local guide will take you to Potsdam for a walk through the gardens of Sans-
souci, Frederick the Great's Palace and to see Cecilienhof (now a Hotel ), where Churchill, Stalin 
and Truman met to decide the fate of post-war Germany in 1945. 
Then free time for individual activities in Berlin. You may want to visit one of Berlin's world-
famous museums (such as the Pergamon, with treasures of Greece, Rome and Babylon) or 
sample modern European Art in the National Gallery, or browse on the famous Kurfuersten-
damm. Your tour director will have many suggestions for you.

Day 4 – Wittenberg – Dessau – Leipzig 
A leisurely drive through the former Margravate of Brandenburg to Wittenberg, named also  
“Lutherstadt” after its most famous resident, Martin Luther. Here you’ll have time to explore the 
house of Luther and his family. Then a stay in Dessau, known for the “Bauhaus”, the art school 
that worked for the better integration of art and technology – to the benefit of both.

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Day 5 – Leipzig 
Leipzig - famous for it trade fairs, the Gewandhaus Symphony Orchestra and the Thomaner 
Boys’ Choir. Everywhere the living past and the active present of the city are visible.     
During the city tour you will see the monument of the Battle of Leipzig, Bach's Monument, the 
Old Town Hall, St. Nicolas Church that played an important role 1989 in the “peaceful revolu-
tion”, St. Thomas Church, and a great number of other memorable monuments. You’ll get many 
ideas about how to spend the free afternoon! 
Overnight in Leipzig  

 

Day 6 - Erfurt – Eisenach 
The Thuringian capital, Erfurt, dates back to the 8th Century. It nestles on the bank of the river 
Gera – here Martin Luther lived as an Augustinian monk. After a stop in the town, the bus moves 
on to Eisenach, where you explore the mighty Wartburg castle. Martin Luther found refuge here  
and translated the New Testament into German. 
Overnight in Eisenach  

 

Day 7 – Ruedesheim (Rhine cruise) – Worms 
Westwards the bus drives today to the Rhine. Here you board a cruise ship and you pass vi-
neyards and old castles and fortresses, most of them built in the Middle Ages. After the cruise 
you may stroll through the “Drosselgasse” in Ruedesheim – and – before leaving, a stop at the 
statue of "Germania", overlooking the Rhine valley. Then it is on to the dignified town of Worms, 
another place closely connected with Luther’s life. 
Overnight in Worms  

 

Day 8 – Heidelberg – Black Forest 
In Heidelberg, the old university town of Germany, which survived the war untouched, you visit 
the Castle grounds and the terrace overlooking the old town and the lovely Neckar valley. And 
you'll see what is the biggest wine barrel in the world – the “Big Vat”. Then it’s time to explore 
the town center: The Holy Ghost church, for centuries used by Catholics as well as Protestants; 
the ornate Karl-Theodor-Bridge, the Palatine Museum, with the remnants of the oldest European 
on Record – the Homo Heidelbergensis. Along the Rhine valley you reach the next destination – 
a cozy hotel in the Black Forest.

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Day 9 – Black Forest  

The whole day is dedicated to explore some of the Romantic places in the Black Forest: maybe 
a boat ride on the Titisee (Lake Titi), or a visit to the open air museum in Gutach, to discover the 
old Black Forest farm houses, that preserve the architecture of a colorful and forgotten way of 
life or maybe shop for a cuckoo clock or have a coffee with a tasty Black Forest Cherry Cake?

Day 10 – Munich 
On the way to Munich, pass some off-the-beaten-track places: Stuttgart, Baden-Wurttemberg’s 
capital, beautifully situated among picturesque hills, or Ulm, on the river Danube, where the 
“Muenster” (cathedral), a masterpiece of Gothic architecture, still gives witness to the prosperity 
of this town during the Middle Ages.  
Dinner and overnight in Munich 

 

Day 10 – Munich – Oktoberfest 
Today we’ll watch the “Trachten und Schuetzenzug”, the parade consisting of various German 
folk clubs in their traditional dress, fanfare groups, horse drawn carriages and brewery floats. 
After lunch our local guide takes us around to see the sights - and then:  
Auf gehts zum Oktoberfest ! – Off we go to the Oktoberfest ! 
Overnight in Munich  

 

Day 11 – Munich - Salzburg – Vienna 
Salzburg expects you today with its many Sound-of-Music places, its castle and old churches. 
After walking with a local guide to the splendid sights there is still time to sit down in one of the 
old-fashioned cafes and try some apple-strudel. Make sure you sample a "Mozartkugel" – a 
most delicious sweet ! Then the journey takes you to the Abbey of Melk, situated impressively 
on a steep rock above the river Danube. Glimpse at the lavish Baroque church and head then to 
Vienna, Austria’s capital.
